ARTIST SHOWCASE features the work of Inland Northwest Visual Artists and 

Musicians by airing samples of their work on Community-Minded TV (CMTV) 

Spokane’s channel 14.  Local art and music are paired together with each person given 
15-30 minutes, name credits, and website/contact info.  Deadline for 2010 is March 31. 

 

WHO: Musicians who compose/play original music and Visual Artists (photography, 
illustration, painting, sculpture, cartooning, etc.).  Participants should live within a 
hundred-mile-radius of Spokane County.  

WHERE: CMTV reaches over 100,000 households in the city and county of Spokane, and 
Spokane Valley, through Comcast cable channel 14. 

WHEN: Artist Showcase airs on CMTV from midnight to noon Monday through Saturday, and 

midnight to 8 am on Sunday.  

HOW: Visual artists: 30 images minimum, and 60 max .  Feel free to include detail shots, 
sketches, or any supplemental images related to the work.  Submissions must be 
mailed or hand delivered to the station on CD, in JPEG or TIF file formats (good 
resolution 1 MB file size approximately).  No emailed materials accepted.   

Musicians: 30 minutes of music minimum, and 60 minutes max.  Music album 
cover art can also be supplied if available.  Submissions must be mailed or hand 
delivered to the station on CD, in MPEG3 file format.  No emailed materials 
accepted. 

*Signed releases are required for all materials aired on CMTV.  The 

materials release form can be signed at the station, or found on our website under 
the FAQ’s section.  www.community-mindedtv.org 

 CMTV reserves the right to choose which materials to air on the station, how the 
art and music are paired, and to request the lyrics of music provided.  All material 
aired must conform to CMTV’s programming standards.
